Scenic Hwy 98
The City of Destin’s only federal stimulus project is set to begin.  In 
September, a contractor submitted a $1.23 million bid to begin work on the 
Highway 98 Improvements. This is the third and final phase of the bicycle, 
pedestrian and repaving improvements to Scenic 98 in Crystal Beach.  
Phase III construction funds budgeted from the last two fiscal years, and 
federal stimulus money will complete the amenities from Tarpon St. to the 
Okaloosa/Walton County line. The pathway will create the first regional 
(multi-jurisdictional) continuous pedestrian pathway system and will be a 
total of 4.9 miles long, upon completion of the Phase III segment, with two 
miles in Destin. An official ground breaking  ceremony will be held on 
Monday, November 16, at 4:30 p.m.

Preliminary work for the first project in the Harbor Dis-
trict CRA, the Mountain Drive Improvements project is 
underway.  
     Right now, utility companies are either in the process 
of relocating their equipment or will begin moving their 
equipment shortly in anticipation of installing stormwater 
measures and sidewalk and road enhancements.  
     The official groundbreaking event will be held on 
Monday, October  5, 2009 at 5:00 p.m.
